We shall have to travel in four groups.

I shall remain at the Serpentine throughout the day.

First Group:

1st Forms (Blue, Green and Red) & the VIth Form.
Those pupils who can - meet at Cockfosters Tube Station from 9.00 departing at 9.30 a.m.
All other pupils must come to school in the usual way.  They will then be taken to the station by the mini buses.
This group will be led by me with the assistance of Alexander Tardios, Virginie Hopp, Jacqueline Li-Teterra, Emma Peel, Pauline Gillow, Lenia Hadjisavvas.  As I shall be staying at the Serpentine all through the day, Mr Tardios jnr. will be leading the group back.
We should arrive at the Serpentine shortly after 10 30 a.m.  One hour on the boats, followed by a one hour picnic – then a leisurely return to school via Buckingham Palace.  We should get back to the school by about 2.00 p.m.  I do not expect that pupils will be in the right frame of mind for lessons, so on there return, following a little rest, they will be given an extra games session with Mr Green or an outside ‘house’ quiz with their teachers.

All IVth Form pupils must come to school in the usual way at the normal time.  When it is time to leave, they will then be taken to the station by the mini buses driven by Mr Spenceley and Mr Tallon.  So, the plan:-
Period 1:
Normal lessons.

When the bell goes at 9.50 a.m. the IVth Formers must make their way to the mini buses together with the teachers designated to look after them.
Your aim is to get to Cockfosters Station as close to 10.00 a.m.  (It takes 5 minutes to get there at this time of the day).  You should reach Hyde Park by about 11 a.m.  Make your way to the lake where you will find me waiting for you.

After the boating and the picnic, (two hours in all, therefore finishing at 1.00 p.m.) the pupils and their teachers will join up with Miss Hopp and Miss Peel.  Under close supervision (four smaller groups, each with one of the teachers, but still keeping together as a whole group), can make a leisurely return to school via shopping in Selfridges, Oxford Street.  Easy to walk there from the park.  Afterwards take the train from Bond Street (three minutes from Selfridges), change at Holborn.  If you finish shopping and leave Oxford Street by 2.30 p.m. you can get back to Cockfosters by 3.30 p.m.
