Re:  Advanced Acting Skills Master-Class at St. John’s Senior School
I am writing to invite your child to participate in an Advanced Acting Skills Master-Class at St. John’s Senior School.  My name is Adam Coleman and I am an actor and the Senior Theatre Practitioner at Shakespeare’s Globe and I have also worked in television. In addition, I am also an author of children’s books and have sold more than two million copies worldwide.

Throughout the last academic year, I worked every Wednesday at both St. John’s Prep & Senior schools and taught Drama in accordance with the National Curriculum Literacy Strategy.  Some of you may also remember the Christmas Production that I directed called ‘Pyramus and Thisbe’ in which the actors (1st Form) were brilliant.  I also ran a very successful “After Schools Club” at St. John’s Prep.

I am delighted to let you know that I will be running a club 3:30 p.m. – 5:00 p.m. every Wednesday (term time only) at the Senior School.  The Master-Class will be very different to the Drama Class that I teach and will not be linked to the National Curriculum. The main focus though, of this Master-Class, will be your child and the development of their self-confidence and self-expression.  Whilst the work will be challenging, each session will be fun, exciting and enriching for the students.  At the end of the academic year we will hold a gala event and each child will perform a speech of their choosing, to an invited audience of parents and teachers.  I will provide each child that has successfully completed the course with a certificate from Shakespeare’s Globe Theatre with either a Pass, Merit or Distinction.
If you would like your child to attend please register with the school as soon as possible to avoid being placed on the waiting list.  I am limiting the places to a maximum of nineteen and only offering the club to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd forms.  The first club will be on Wednesday, 20th September 2006 and the cost of each session is £15.00.   Please make a cheque payable to Adam Coleman for £150 for ‘10’ sessions (this pays for the whole term). I would be grateful if you could hand it to the school office marked for my attention.  Refunds will be automatically sent to you, if the club does not take place due to a clash with other school activities which naturally take priority.
